Day 10
TEXT: [Psalm 103:1-5], [1Thes. 5:18], [Eph. 5:20]
TOPIC: THANKSGIVING FOR GOD’S FAITHFULNESS FOR ALL HIS PROMISES

INTRODUCTION: We really need to give thanks to God for how we have started to
experience and enjoy God’s goodness over our lives and undertaken. Although, it has
not been easy for many last year due to the economic situation of our country, yet for
us we can say boldly that God has been faithful to all His promises.

11:9: Every conspiracy whether physical or spiritual to hinder the
manifestation of our glory, be scattered in Jesus’ name.

3. Obadiah 1:17: Dear Lord, please let all ministers in New Life churches begin to
experience physical progress and may them begin to possess their possessions in
all ramifications in Jesus’ name.

4. lIsaiah 66:12: We decree that all ministers, elders, deacons, and every member of
New Life begin to enjoy unstoppable good health, peace and prosperity in Jesus’
name.

5. Deut. 8:18: Lord, we pray for all our churches that are yet to get a building of their
own, that they should begin to receive unstoppable power to make wealth and build
without any stress in Jesus’ name.

Day 12

Day 13

INTRODUCTION: Today’s child will become the youth of tomorrow. Also, the youths
of today are tomorrow’s leaders.

Whatever the devil has been using to stagnate or retard their
progress academically be destroyed in Jesus’ name.

4. Zach. 4:9: Dear Lord, whatever projects that our youths have laid their hands upon,
let such be speedily completed by the power of the unstoppable anointing in Jesus’
name.

5. Psalms 103:5: Lord, please renew the strength of our youths/children for greater
exploits and may you satisfy them with all good things of life in Jesus’ name

6. 1Tim. 4:12; Prov. 7:7-10: Lord, please deliver our youths and children from every
reproach that may contaminate their testimonies and let their lives become an
inspiration to the upcoming generation after them in Jesus’ name.



Day 14
TEXT: Isa. 45:3; 1Cor. 2:9; Judges 6:12,14
TOPIC: THE MANIFESTAION OF THE HIDDEN POTENTIALS AND
WEALTH OF MEN/FATHERS

INTRODUCTION: Many men/fathers are just going round in circles, unable to connect
with their destiny because they are yet to receive the unstoppable anointing for
progress in their various endeavors.

Day 15
TEXT: 2Sam. 2:7a; Isaiah 35:3; Hebrews 12:12,13

SISTERS/MOTHERS FOR UNSTOPPABLE PROGRESS

INTRODUCTION: We really acknowledge the exploits of our sisters and mothers both
at the Home front (domestically) and in their support of mission work. However, the
pressure of the current state of things in our country is taking a stoll on their strength
both physically and financially. We want to pray that the work of the Lord in their hand
should not stop/diminish but God should let it progress with unstoppable power.



Prayer Points

1. Nehemiah 2:18: Oh righteous God, let your hand be good on our sisters/mothers
and strengthened their hands for more good works in your vineyards in Jesus’
name.

2. lIsa. 35:3; Heb. 12:12,13: Lord, please infuse our sisters and mothers with fresh
anointing that will strengthen the weak hands and the feeble needs in Jesus’ name.
Give them strength for unstoppable progress in all their fields of endeavor in Jesus’
name. (1Kings 19:7-8)

Day 17
